Before the Court is Plaintiff Blue Cross Blue Shield of Texas’s (“BCBSTX”) motion for 

leave to file its complaint under seal. Docket No. 1. Having considered the motion, the Court finds 

the motion (Docket No. 1) should be GRANTED. The redactions the parties requested are 

narrowly tailored and are directed to confidential financial information where the parties involved 

would have “legitimate, competitive and business interests in preventing public disclosure.”
