            MINUTE entry before the Honorable Manish S. Shah: Status hearing held. Motion
hearing held. The temporary restraining order is extended to 3/12/26, without objection.
The government has leave to file a motion by 11:59 p.m. on 2/23/26, which may be a
motion to dismiss, transfer, or vacate the TRO. Whatever procedural vehicle the
government chooses, the court expects the government to provide the basis and source for
any agency decision that purports to terminate the public−health grants at issue in the
operative complaint. Plaintiff's motion to expedite discovery [28] is entered and continued
to a telephone hearing on 2/25/26 at 9:30 a.m., at which the court will discuss the
government's filing, plaintiffs' plan to amend the complaint, and the motion for expedited
discovery. The parties are directed to meet and confer to discuss what facts the
government intends to rely on in the forthcoming motion. The motions for leave to appear
pro hac vice [22] [33] are granted. Parties to the case, members of the public, and the
media, may participate in/listen to these proceedings by dialing 1−650−479−3207 and
using access code 2302 545 7949. Persons granted remote access to proceedings are
reminded of the general prohibition against photographing, recording, and rebroadcasting
of court proceedings.
